When I met my husband (way 
back in 1975), he was 22 
years old but said he hates 
that when old people die they 
take so much wisdom, memo-
ries and information with them. 
He had had the privilege of a 
close relationship with both of 
his grandfathers, one of whom 
lived for 94 years. 

A few weeks ago Ron Wright 
asked me:  Do you know your 
great-grandfathers fatherôs 
name?  I must say, no I donôt. I 
barely know the names of my 
grandfathers, who died long 
before I was born. 

I do, however, have a grand-
son who spent the first ten 
years of his life living with his 
great-grandfather, and he 
knows that his great-
grandfatherôs fatherôs name is 
the same as his grand-fatherôs.

Ancestry.com may give you 
the names of individuals who 
are legally related to you, but 
will give you little indication of 
their personality, their values, 
their war tales or their love sto-
ries. How did they influence 
your present family. 

We all hope to leave our 
children financial security, 
but can your true worth be 
measured in dollars?  My 
house is filled with things 
large and small - like the 
stones from the Sea of Gali-
lee, or the blanket my hus-
bandôs grandmother cro-
cheted back in Latvia and 
carried with her through her 
journey as a refugee. These 
things are significant to me 
because of who gave them 
to me or where they came 
from.  How will my children 
know any of this? How will 
they pass this on to their 
grandchildren?  I have box-
es of photographs. How will 
future generations know 
who these people are? 

Over my lifetime, my experi-
ences have formed the per-
son I am today. Iôve wres-
tled with issues that my par-
ents accepted as self-
evident, but are being ques-
tioned in our society.  I hope 
by beliefs and values are 
evident to those who spend 
time with me. However, I 
wonder if my great-

grandchildren will 
know who I am as a person 
and what is important to me? 
We all want to be remem-
bered.
